RPCA NEWS/UPDATES FROM SEPTEMBER 8 MEETING

· Rep. Pam Delissio: Delissio reported the state budget has been passed on time and the impacts are being tracked. Legislators in Western PA are considering a lawsuit to have the governor reinstate subsidies for education since the Philadelphia School District suffered a great monetary casualty. 
· 5th District Police Report – Lt. Ramirez

A question was asked about crime happening in the 5th District. Lt. Ramirez reported     progressive patrols were being put out. It was mentioned that there were three bank robberies on Ridge Avenue and that crime is on the rise. Ramirez reported that the robberies were committed by the same individual, with a fourth robbery committed at a bank on City Avenue. A woman was assaulted on Ogle Avenue, according to a member. It was mentioned that similar attacks have been occurring and a pattern was developing. A break-in was committed at the tanning salon at Ridge and Fountain as well. Members are concerned there may be more unreported crimes we are unaware of. Car break-ins continue to be an issue in our area. A request was made to have crime statistics and plans to curtail the crime presented (by the 5th District) at our next meeting. Ramirez explained that they have divided the district into three large zones (as a part of the PSA initiative), ours being Lyceum to Domino Lane. Officers are assigned to become familiar with repeating offenders in these zones. Ron Kuhn is the civilian liaison for Zone 2. A member asked if there is a website that local crimes are reported to. The website link will be announced at a later time. Residents can report issues to Ron Kuhn to take back to the 5th District. We are expecting Officer Charlie Kline to attend our December 1 meeting.
· Tree Tenders: 81 trees have been this November. As a result, Dobson School has undergone a transformation. 5-gallon buckets are needed for the process.

· Ivy Ridge Green: Work as been done on Germany Hill, the Manayunk Canal, the Ivy Ridge Trail, the Fountain Street Steps, and at the corner of Pechin and Hermitage Street (clean-ups, planting/pruning). More work will be done  on Love Your Park Day and Philly Cares Day with vine clearing to be done on the canal. Applications are being accepted for street trees for next fall. 

· The Fountain Street Steps won three awards from the Pennsylvania Horticultural   

      Society (PHS) this year: The 2011 Community Green Award and First Prize in their PHS 

      City Garden Contest - Community Flower Garden / Mid-size division. Most recently 

      they won the 2011 PHS Community Greening Award. This award acknowledges the 

      efforts of those who improve their main streets, public parks, train stations, churches, 

      schoolyards, libraries, traffic islands, etc.
· A question was asked about how to apply for the stop sign to be put in. Councilman Jones would be the correct avenue to pursue.
